bring up his rifle to his shoulder and
squeeze the trigger, but the gun failed to
fire.

He welled at the top of his voice, to
his friends who were behind, “"Hey, you
guys—Germans in the dugont.™

was trying to say, although they were able

Private Hirata laid his rifle in the
grass, and looking around spied a Kraut
shovel. He picked up the shovel, and
he chorged into the rugout f[ifty feet
away.

The sniper, immediately dropped his
rifle, and the two others who were deep
within, threw their hands above their
heads as they eried out, "Caput, Caput’’.

Hirats marched the three Germans to
the highay. He saw Private Paul N.
Nisbida of Puna, Pahoa, Hawaii, the
second scout: come into sight then. And
so calling Private Nishida, the two
marched the three Krauts to the lead
column that was coming into view at last.

When the two men returned to the
duogout they picked up a fully loaded
machine pistol, two rifles, a P-38, two
boxes of hand grenades, and a heap of
rifle ammunition.

Carrying out a radio reconnaissance re-
cently, three men of a Signal Company,
had the rare privelege of being the fir-:

Grosseto.

Sergeant John Rosick, of Detrait, Michi-
gan, Sergeant Harry Chomiak, of Wes
Frankfort, Illinois and Private James W.
Hensen, of Fort Worth, Texas, received
orders to proceed along a shell torn road
toward the city of Grosseto. Their mis-
gion was to locate blown bridzes and shell
craters in the rond and (o radio hack
the information to the command post.

As the three signalmen drove down the
road, they ecame upon a reconnmissance
unit having a small arms battls with a
few Kraut snipers. After the saipers were

taken care of., the men continued on
their way.

"It looked like a ghost town,” ve-
marked Sergeant Chomiak, “when we

first entered it."”
Suddenly a German machine-pistol stut-
tered to their right. Private Hensen, the
Jeep driver, fed gus to the motor and
the jeep leaped ahead. "I wasn't very anx-
ious to creep along when things like that
are going on,” said Hensen.
Approaching the center of town, the
men noticed the townspeople creeping
around the corners of the buildings and
peeping out of windows.

Recognizing the American vehicle, the
people dashed into the street shouting
and covering ‘the men with boquete of
fresh  flowers. The hysterical crowd
blocked the rond and made it impossible
for the jeep to go through. The men had
no alternative but to sit there and catch
the flowers thrown at them. *"Vino from
the men and kisses from the women und
young girls is what [ liked,” recalled
Sergeant Rosick.

When the ovation had quieted down.
the three signalmen reluctantly left town
and headed back for the command post.

Duluth Sergeant Aids
Homeless Italians

The usual circumstance iz for elvilians
in the war stricken areas to share their
homes with those hombed out. This is a
case where an artillery sergeant took in a
group of homeless Italians,

Staff Sergeant Clem W. Miller in
charge of a survey detail was using a por-
tion of a house at the front. In other
rooms paralell to the line of fire a group
of Itulian men and children were living,
having lost their own home. Enemy guns
finally zeroed in on the structure and
blasted the rooms occupied by the Italians
leaving them homeless agnin, Sergeant
Miller came to their aid and made room
for them in the soldier’s section of the
house,

The Italians reciprocated by doing the
laundry for the men and by goirg right
into disputed ground to get wine at spots
where they knew it to be cached. The
Italions often hrought back gallons of
wine in the huge Chianti shaped bottles,
pretty well shaken by enemy fire. Sgt.
Miller taught one nineteen-year-old
Italian the art of Poker and the young
Roman ‘had acquired a fair amount of
Allied currency by the time the inter-
national household broke up.

A bag of 119 German prisoners fell into
American hands through the work of two
sergeunts of the 3rd Division.

Sergeant Orie Tilseth of Minneapolis,
Minnesota, accounted for 35 Krauts in this
manner. He was walking down the street
of an ltalian town when a Kraut machine
gun opened up. The sergeant, withont
further ade, ran into a dugout and haul-
ed out two shivering Germans. Later, he
pointed out enemy positions to American
tanks with the result that a total of 35
prisoners were hounled in.

Sergeant Michael C. Fanelli, Camden.
New Jersey, suw a wounded German lying
in a ditch alongside n road and when the
Kraut saw the American he motioned to-
ward a nearby cave, velling: “Doktor!
Doktor!™

"I figured there might be a pretty good
haul in that cave so I let go with a few
bursts of Tommy gun fire,” said the Sgt.
“Out walked 84 Germuns, the complete
staff of a Cermun field hospital.™
