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WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

The United Nations have
pledged that the war with Ger-
many and Japan can end only one |
way—by unconditional surrender.

Unconditional surrender is not
]ust a slogan—it’s a solemn prom- ‘
ise by the nations concerned to |
see that the enemy does not “‘get |
away with it this time.

UNCONDITIONAL
SURRENDER ;
Now, a lot of us wonder just
what is meant by unconditional
surrender. Some persons think it
means a “hard” peace while some
go as far assto think that it means
“kill ail of the enemy—at least all
of the enemy soldiers”. The Nazi
propaganda machine says itmeans
““annihilation of the German na-
tion and the German people’.

There should be no confusion |

amongst us as to the meaning of
unconditional surrender, though
one may differ as to whether we
want to insist on it. We should
not confuse the question of “What
To Do With Germany” with nn-
conditional surrender as thatis a
long range problem to be decided
after the fall of our enemies.

ASSUME CONTROL

In simple terms, unconditional
surrender means just this. .. the
enemy surrenders without the
privilege of attaching any con-
ditions or stipulations to his sur-
render. He says: “I am licked—
I’m through—what do you want
me to do?”"

Once he has raised the white
flag—thrown in the towel—we,
the victors, assume complete con-
trol, and set whatever terms we
desire. —1I. and E.

TWO-FOLD MISSION

The “Red Raiders™ have at all
times a two-fold mission: to recon-
noiter enemy positions and instal-
lations, then to sirike back with
lightning speed and thoroughness
and disappear before the bewil-
dered enemy has an opportunity
to recover from the staﬂgelmg
blows.

Under the present set-up, the
Raiders make their headquarters
in a miniature tent city near the
regimental reserve area. Here they
undergo sirenuous training for all
impending missions, reconnais-
sance or combat. Under the guid-
ance of their commanding officer,
the men make a careful study of
maps and aerial photographs of
the sector of operation. Every
maneuver is planned to the last
detail and often rehearsed in ad-
vance in an area closely resembling
the actual terrain.

The esprit de corps of the ‘“Red
Raiders” is remarkably high. The
men take great pride in their own
little army and have utmost con-
fidence in themselves and in their
leaders. -
